“Love one another as | have loved you.” — Jn. 15:12 This week is an
historic one for our diocese as Monsignor Timothy Doherty, our Bishop elect, is
ordained to the Episcopacy (The Sacred Office of Bishop) and installed as our
Bishop here in the Lafayette Diocese. I have never had the privilege of seeing an
Episcopal Ordination myself (this will soon be remedied!), but have become familiar
with a central component that I would like to share with you as we welcome our new
shepherd and with gratitude and love bid farewell to our retiring Bishop, Bishop Wil-
liam Leo Higi.

This Thursday will be a day in which the streets of Lafayette will be struck
with a barrage of Bishops, Priests, Deacons, Seminarians, Religious, and of course
the People of God who are of our diocese. I could only imagine the confusion of
those bystanders unaware of what radical sacred power is to be called down at the
invocation of the Holy Spirit on the marble floor of our Cathedral, upon Monsignor
Doherty. Our soon-to-be Bishop will not be the first to be a recipient of this soul
transforming invocation.

In fact, the power I speak of has come to us at the promise of the Father and
poured out at the breath of Jesus Christ upon his Apostles: “He said therefore to
them again: Peace be to you. As the Father hath sent me, I also send you. When he
had said this, he breathed on them; and he said to them: Receive ye the Holy Ghost.
(John 20:21-22). This transforming Divine Commission set these men apart for the
ministry of the salvation of souls acting in the person Jesus Christ and sealed in the
Holy Spirit for the strength to undertake this magnificent task. Acting with this di-
vinely given authority, the Apostles perpetuate their authority and mission of spread-
ing Christ’s love and truth by the laying on of hands. We see an example of this ap-
ostolic succession in St. Matthias’s ordination to replace Judas (See Acts 1:26) and in
St. Paul’s commissioning following his conversion (Acts 9; Acts 13:1). This unbro-
ken line, beginning with the words of Christ Himself to his apostles, and the apostles
to their successors continues to the hands of Archbishop Buechlein (Archbishop of
Indianapolis) which will be laid on the head of Monsignor Timothy Doherty to con-
tinue the same mission, the salvation of souls, wielding the same authority for the
love of you and me to the greater glory of God. Let us pray for our new Father in the
faith: Bishop Timothy Doherty!!

Blessed Kateri Tekakwitha— July 14th

Kateri was born near the town of Auriesville, New York, in
the year 1656, the daughter of a Mohawk warrior. She was four
years old when her mother died of smallpox. She was adopted
by her two aunts and an uncle.

In 1676 Kateri converted and was baptized by Father Jacques
de Lamberville, a Jesuit missionary. She incurred the great hos-
tility of her tribe and although she had to suffer greatly for her
faith, she remained firm in it. Kateri went to the new Christian
colony of Indians in Canada. Here she lived a life dedicated to
prayer, penitential practices, and care for the sick and aged.
Every morning, even in bitterest winter, she stood before the
chapel door until it opened at four and remained there until after
the last Mass. She was devoted to the Eucharist and to Jesus
Crucified. She died on April 17, 1680 at the age of twenty-four.

She is known as the "Lily of the Mohawks". Devotion to Kateri is responsible for establish-
ing Native American ministries in Catholic Churches all over the United States and Canada.
Kateri was declared venerable by the Catholic Church in 1943 and she was Beatified in
1980. Work is currently underway to have her Canonized by the Church. Hundreds of thou-
sands have visited shrines to Kateri erected at both St. Francis Xavier and Caughnawaga and

at her birth place at Auriesville, New York.
