His Love is Ars… 

“Into His Presence!”         
     “Love one another as I have loved you.” — Jn. 15:12  We all have 
our “loves” in life, so to speak, I am no different.  Just a few of 
these loves are:  God, the Church, my priesthood, my family, 
the people of this parish (and past parish assignments…), 

the Eucharist and prayer!  As a priest, I try to promote and 
assist others in their love of these things as well. 
     Prayer and the Eucharist are so near and dear to my heart 
and my life as a priest, that as you know, I preach and promote 
them quite frequently.  The Eucharist is so important that in my 
last three parish assignments my bulletin column title has 
incorporated a particular focus and commitment to this reality. 
     When I was at St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Church in Carmel, 
the title was:  In His Presence… I believe spending time in 
Eucharistic Adoration is the key to deepening our relationship with 
God.  My philosophy is:  If you are going to pray, go to God to 
pray!  He is present in the Eucharist… be In His Presence!  Seek 
God where He is inviting you to come! 
     During my time at St. Joseph Church in Lebanon, the title 
was:  Into His Presence... I wanted to continue (Into… part two) 
to promote going Into His Presence… People need to be invited, 
reminded, and encouraged to spend time with Jesus in 
Eucharistic Adoration.  The hope is that they will eventually 
embrace it themselves. 
     Here at St. John Vianney parish I chose for my column title:  
His Love is Ars… God is Love and He wants to offer us that love.  
Ars is the town in France that our patron, St. John Vianney was 
pastor of for forty years.  He loved and showed the depth of his love 
for the people, just like Jesus, by giving everything for the 
salvation of their souls.  This title has a double meaning in that 
it speaks to God’s love and the love of St. John Vianney.   
     All three of these titles focus on the love of God and His 
invitation for us to be In His Presence; so may we go Into His 
Presence once again and know that His Love is truly Ars!
