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His Love is Ars...

I am often asked about seminary formation; how long does it take and what is in-
volved in the process. Seminary formation comprises four categories or “pillars” on
which to focus for each seminarian. These pillars are: Human Formation, Academic
Formation, Spiritual Formation, and Pastoral Formation.

Human Formation pertains to the young man himself (etiquette, maturity, respon-
sibility, health/exercise etc). His formation is accomplished through structure and a
demanding schedule complemented by instruction and mentoring on how to accom-
plish the often demanding daily tasks of priestly life.

Regarding Academic Formation, the Church asks that her seminarians have both a
college degree and to have an education in philosophy. Some, like me, accomplish
both of these things at the same time by entering a “college seminary”. College semi-
narians are young men working towards their degree in philosophy while undergoing
the priestly formation process. Others, who decide to enter seminary later in life and
who already have a college degree enter a two year “Pre-Theology” program in order
to receive the necessary training in philosophy. Philosophical studies are imperative
today, as many of our modern problems stem from poorly answered philosophical
questions (i.e. Who is man? How should he act?). Studying philosophy equips the
priest to address modern errors using reason and ultimately bring people to faith. The
faith which he will teach others is studied in the final four years of seminary: Theol-
ogy. Theology is the study of God and all the ways we come to know and experience
Him (Sacraments, Spirituality/Prayer, Church History, Sacred Scripture etc).

Spiritual Formation of course, addresses the spiritual life of the future priest. Fr.
Larry Richards, in his recording “The Truth”, sums up the need for this pillar quite
well saying about know . The
Seminarians schedule includes Holy Mass, praying the Divine Office, and an
hour with Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament in addition to private prayer. All of this al-
lows us to come to know Jesus in a most intimate way; and in knowing our Lord, we
are able to assist in knowing Him. Finally, Pastoral Formation is to instruct the
seminarian in functioning as a Father in the Church through service and ministry
(Mat. 20:27-28). Seminarians are assigned to specific ministries and engage them on a
weekly basis (Teaching Catechism Classes or RCIA, soup kitchens, prisons etc.).

St. Thomas Aquinas said “ ”. Seminary
forms our nature so that we may be properly disposed (open) to the grace of Holy
Orders which will ensure that we are holy, healthy, happy and effective witnesses of
our Lord Jesus Christ and dedicated to the salvation of souls! Pray for Priests...and
Seminarians too!
