His Love is Ars...              “Life and Love!”         
     “Love one another as I have loved you.” — Jn. 15:12  Natural Family 
Planning (NFP) Week begins July 25-31.  If you believe current statistics, it 
is said that 90% of Catholics support the use of contraceptives as compared to 
93% of Americans (source: New York Times, 05/07/06).  I hope and pray this 
is not true.   You always have to question the sources and the statistical data.  
The number seems extremely high, but even if it were half this number, even 
that would be too high a percentage for Catholics.  Why Catholics would sell 
their soul so cheaply and discard what God has to offer us is truly a mystery.    
     A recent convert to the Catholic Faith explained that she and her hus-
band converted because of the Church's teaching on contraception. 
They said they are opposed to sex before marriage and contraception within 
marriage. They stated that the sexual act is meant to be a complete giving of 
self. Of course, its purpose is both procreative and unitive in nature (i.e., 
it brings a couple together as well as being open to life).  
     Those couples who contracept are not allowing the fullness of their ex-
pression of love.  Thus, they are denying both the unitive and the procrea-
tive aspects of sexual intimacy.  In the end, this will harm the couple’s 
relationship and even their marriage.   

     The Catholic Church promotes NFP (this is not the old rhythm 
method), both as a means to avoid pregnancy for serious reasons or 
even to get pregnant.  The Catholic Church still holds to her 2000 year 
teaching about the immorality of artificial birth control or contracep-
tion.  All protestant denominations used to hold to this same teaching 
and their founders whether Luther, Wesley, or… taught that it was an 
abomination and an affront to God for one to use contraceptives.  How-
ever, in the 1930’s starting with the Anglicans they started to accept it and 
make concession until now it seems only the Catholic Church upholds the 
constant and authentic teaching on this moral issue.  The Church under-
stands clearly that not only does the pill (and other contraceptives) act as an 
abortifacients (i.e. that it can cause abortions) in some cases but it also leads 
people to see the body as a machine or a mere instrument, reducing human 
dignity and making them slaves to their passions.    
      NFP works in accord with God and His plans for a husband and his 
wife.  NFP week highlights the advantages of Natural Family Planning and 
shows us the beautiful way that God has created us and our bodies.  God 
wants us to work with Him not against Him and His eternal plans for 
us.  NFP is not offensive to God and it does not try to remove Him from 
the Marriage or the act of intimacy or total self giving.  Learn more about 
NFP, you will never regret it… not in this life or in the next!!!

St. Mary Magdalene— July 22nd  

 
   The New Testament and tradition are 

the Church's sources for Saint Mary 

Magdalen, who is almost always de-

picted in art with flowing red hair, either 

with Christ in the house of Simon or 

beneath the Cross, or alone with her jar 

of precious oil and or a book, symboliz-

ing the knowledge she had from both 

Jesus and Mary.  Our Saint gets her full 

name from the town she came from, 

Magdala, near Bethany. 
 

   She met Jesus at the house of Simon 

where she wept at His feet as a repentant 

sinner and then with her long beautiful 

hair, she wiped His feet dry and anointed them with expensive perfume. Mary Magdalene 

became a follower of Jesus and was present at his crucifixion and at his ascension. Mary 

Magdalene is honored as one of the first witnesses of the Resurrection of Jesus. She is be-

lieved to have moved to France after the crucifixion where she died in 68AD. 
 

   She is the patron saint of the contemplative life, converts, glove makers, hairstylists, peni-

tent sinners, people ridiculed for their piety, perfumeries and perfumers, pharmacists, and 

women.
